BOARD MEETING 

Tuesday, May 27, 2014 
Tarzana Elementary School Auditorium

5726 Topeka Dr , Tarzana, CA 91356

1. Call to Order at 7:15 p.m. by TNC President Len Shaffer. Roll Call:  Eran Heissler, Jon Reich, Harvey Goldberg Max Flehinger, Allan Wertheim, David Garfinkle, Esther Wieder, Joyce Greene, Kenneth Schwartz, Linda Safarian, Paul Lawler, Scott Greenwood Syed Hussaini, Warren Holden & Sukh Singh. Absent: Allen Adjamian, Robin Correll, Reuben Dori, Richard Silverman and Ornit Toren. Quorum established with 16 people. Len gave the welcoming remarks and conducted the Pledge of Allegiance. (Linda Safarian left at 9: 50 p.m.).
Len congratulated participants in the Earth Day presentation and talked about the poster contest awards. CD 2 Councilman Bob Blumenfeld made comments. The presentation of awards lasted until 7:45 p.m.
2. Approval of minutes of previous meeting: (Flehinger/Reich) moved approval of the April 2014 minutes as revised. The motion carried unanimously.
3. Remarks by representatives of public officials: None.
4. Public Comments: 
· Reseda NC member Joe Phillips advocated for more bicycle usage. They have a monthly group ride which he invited stakeholders to attend called Ride Reseda. He's also affiliated with the Sierra Club which meets at Reseda Park, monthly.
· Steve Clave - Candidate for L.A. Supreme Court Judge and Tarzana resident talked about his candidacy. He currently works with the Juvenile Court system. 

5. Approval of preliminary financial statements: (Goldberg/Garfinkle) moved that the preliminary financial statements of April 30, 2014 be accepted. The motion carried unanimously.
6. Approval of April 2014 expenditures for submission to DONE. (Goldberg/Reich) moved that the April 2014 expenditures be approved and submitted to DONE. The motion carried unanimously.
7. Recommendation from the Budget Committee:(Goldberg/Heissler) moved, "Resolved, that based on the recommendation of the TNC Budget Committee to reverse allocated budget line items: within Operations ($200), Outreach ($1,106) and Community Improvements ($848) to Unallocated for items not needed to be expended during the current fiscal year; total $2,154." 

(Goldberg) then made a friendly motion to amend the amount for Outreach for advertising signs making the reversal to the Outreach Budget $964.35, and for the Community Improvement Budget, $847.83 for a total of $2,032.18. The motion carried unanimously.
8. Recommendation from the Budget Committee to increase current FY budget items. (Goldberg/Reich) moved, "Resolved, that based on the recommendation of the TNC Budget Committee, that TNC increase the current year's fiscal budget as follows: Operations-Staffing & Temp Help by $202.40 and Election Expenses by $2.12."
(Goldberg) made a friendly motion to increase the current year's fiscal budget for Outreach - Advertising/Signs to $38.48. The motion carried unanimously.
Len then recommended that the board consider voting on agenda items: 9, 10, 11, 12, 14, 15 & 16, together:
9. Recommendation from the Budget Committee on request from President to provide for possible office/committee meeting relocation expenses and office furniture/security cabinets, chairs, tables and etc. from Office Depot or similar NTE $1,500 classified as Operations-General from Unallocated.
10. Recommendation from the Budget Committee on request from President to provide for additional rent/temporary storage for $400 during June 2014 classified as Operations-Rent in connection with possible relocation of office/meeting space. Funds to come from Unallocated. 
11. Recommendation from the Budget Committee motion on request from DONE to provide funding for the September 2014 Congress of Neighborhoods from excess FY 2014 funds NTE $3,000 coming from any unused funds available at the end of 2014 FY.
12. Recommendation from the Budget on requests for funding the 2014-2015 Fiscal Year budget based on anticipated revenues of $37,000 from the City of LA. Operations $12,550 and Outreach $9,690, total $22,240. (Details on Budget Worksheet FY 2014-2015 on our web site www.tarzananc.org.)
14. Approve purchase of one stand-up banner & base for Outreach events; NTE $360.00.

15. Approve the purchase of storage cabinets from Home Depot or other similar vendor for possible relocation of TNC office; NTE $625 from Operations-General. 
16. Approve the purchase of four folding chairs from Home Depot or other similar vendor for possible relocation of TNC office; NTE $150 from Operations-General.
The motion to vote on these agenda items as a group was approved and all of the items passed with a unanimous vote.

13. Recommendation for purchase of a Popup structure: (Shaffer/Heissler) moved that TNC approve the purchase of a 10 X 10 Popup for use at Outreach events, NTE $150.00 from Outreach. The motion carried unanimously.

17.  Budget Committee Motion on reimbursement for Outreach: (Goldberg/  not sure who seconded this?) moved, "Resolved, that the FY 2013 – 2014 TNC budget be corrected to reflect the allocation of $340.00 from the Outreach/Election budget for election flyers as approved by the board at its February 17, 2014 meeting." The motion carried: 12-2-0 (Reich,Schwartz opposed). Jay Handel stated that this motion needed to be more explicit when posted. 

18. Budget Advocate's Report: Harvey spoke about the budget advocate's White Paper (CF 14-0600) which he advocated the TNC board members support. (Goldberg/Reich) "Resolved, the Tarzana Neighborhood Council supports the Neighborhood Council Budget Advocates' White Paper and approves the submission of a CIS on Council File 14-0600." The motion carried unanimously.
19. Recommendation from the Transportation Committee: (Flehinger/Goldberg) moved, "That the Tarzana NC request Councilmember Blumenfield to submit a motion to the City Council to carry over to the 2014 - 15 FY any unused funds in the Street Services fund (BSS 100-86) that was funded by former Councilmember Zine under Council File 13-0676." The motion carried unanimously.
20. Land Use: 19019 Ventura Blvd. – (Garfinkle/Hussaini) moved the recommendation from the Land Use Committee to support the approval of a Plan Approval Determination for the upgraded wireless telecommunication facility to replace decommissioned facility per Exhibit A attached to the application. The motion carried unanimously.
22. Land Use: 5530 Corbin Ave. - (Garfinkle/Heissler) moved the recommendation from the Land Use Committee to support the approval of a Plan Approval Determination for the replacement of 6 current panel antennas extending to a height of 60 feet with 6 panel antennas extending to a height of 63 feet and the installation of 6 new remote radio units. The motion carried unanimously.
21. Land Use: 19451 Ventura Blvd - (Garfinkle/Hussaini) moved the recommendation from the Land Use Committee to support the approval of a zone variance for the storage of 6 commercial vehicles each exceeding a registered net weight of 5600 pounds with the following conditions: 1. The enclosure gate when open shall not extend into the alley to the north of the subject location; 2. that the zone variance be granted so long as the facilities primary use is for a motion picture catering business and upon cessation of the business or conversion of any portion of the current premises to any other business, the zone variance shall be deemed revoked. 

The board discussed concerns about noise and parking as well as the additional size and weight of the trucks deemed for industrial use for this zone variance. 
The motion carried: 14 - 2- 0. (Garfinkle, Safarian opposed).
23. Land Use: Council File 13-1478 - (Garfinkle/Goldberg) moved the recommendation from the Land Use Committee to submit a CIS in support of Council File 13-1478 directing the Planning Dept and the City Attorney to make any necessary changes to the Small Lot Subdivision Ordinance that any future Small Lot Subdivision is compatible with the neighborhood. The motion carried: 13-3-0 (Greene, Greenwood, & Singh opposed). Jay Handel, chair of the West L.A. NC, talked about the motion his NC passed in regards to limits on redevelopment. Len added that LANCC supported this.
24. Office lease – (Shaffer/Heissler) moved that TNC approve space for an proposed office lease in an amount not to exceed $375.00 per month for any lease negotiated for the TNC office space FY 2014 - 15.
(Flehinger/Schwartz) moved to amend the amount to $450.00. The motion failed: 4-7-0  (2 recused: Lawler/Shaffer). (Flehinger, Holden, Safarian & Singh in favor of the motion). 
The board then voted on the original motion for an amount not to exceed $375.00. The motion carried: 11-1-0 with 2 recused. (Holden opposed).

25. Committee and other Reports:
· Outreach - Esther announced July 11 & August 1st Movies in the Park.
· Land Use - 3rd Monday of month is the permanent date for this committee at 7:30 p.m.
· Budget - Anyone with funding requests was reminded to come to the next Budget Committee meeting on June 19th. New Budget Advocates need to be appointed.
· Transportation - Max gave his report. Len added that a mobile radar unit is tracking speeds on Rosita with a 35 mi. speed limit. David reported that efforts will continue to reduce helicopter noise in the Valley.
· Public Safety - Warren reported that National CPR Week is coming up in early June, a CPR training at City Hall on June 4th, and a public safety event in No. Hollywood on June 7th. In August, there will be a CERT training at the National Guard Armory in Van Nuys. He also talked about events in later months.

· Rules - Len invited the board to provide feedback in reviewing the Bylaws for any changes. 
· Energy & Environment - Terry thanked the board for their support with the Earth Day event and talked about her committee's efforts. 
· Animal Welfare - No report.
· DWP MOU - Joyce was appointed the rep  for TNC for One Water, the new name for the Integrated Resource Project. This committee will brings together all information in one place for all the water resource issues. Reservoir Walk takes place on May 31st and there will be a tour June 10 at the Hyperion Wastewater Treatment Plant.
· Budget Representative - No report.
26. Motion for reconsideration: (Goldberg/Holden) moved to reconsider Agenda item 16 from the TNC Board Agenda of April 22, 2014. The motion carried: 13-2-0 (Reich/Schwartz opposed).
27. Budget Committee: (Goldberg/Heissler) moved the recommendation from the Budget Committee to reimburse Denyse Selesnick, via warrant, monies advanced for expenses for election flyers for the Town Hall meetings ($398.94) and design of Election Day flyers ($130.28), a total of $529.22 that exceeded the budget for those expenses ($100.20) by $429.02. (Note: Approval is required for both over budget expenses and reimbursement).
(Goldberg/Flehinger) moved to amend the motion, to increase the reimbursement that was previously approved in the amount of $100.20 by $340.00. This is based on the motion  approved at the February meeting, not to exceed $340.00, and the motion approved in the amount of Dec. 2013, not to exceed $340.00."
(Heissler/Holden) amended the motion to state that the amount of reimbursement to Denyse be increased up to $529.22 for the creation and printing of the election flyers. The motion failed: 5-6-1 (Flehinger, Goldberg, Greene, Greenwood, Schwartz, and Wertheim opposed; Shaffer abstaining). 
The board then voted on the original motion to reimburse Denyse for the additional amount not to exceed $340.00, based on the vote of Feb. 17 and the vote this evening. The motion carried: 11-2-0 (Greene, Greenwood opposed).

28. Grievance filed against the TNC Board – Does the document filed by Denise Selesnick state a grievance as set forth by Article XI, A – G of the TNC Bylaws. The motion failed: 2-7-4.  (Flehinger, Greene, Greenwood, Schwartz, Singh, Wertheim and Weider opposed; Garfinkle, Goldberg, Heissler and Shaffer abstaining).
Denyse addressed the board on the amount of her additional spending, which she identified as $72.51 ($41.71 for the Town Hall flyer and $30.80 on the design work for the flyer). Additional comments were made by Jay Handel and Len Shaffer. 

29. President’s Remarks: Discussion about upcoming trainings: Ethics and funding, VANC meeting, & LANCC meeting.
