1. Call to Order at 7:10 p.m. Welcoming Remarks by Len Shaffer, TNC President, and Pledge of Allegiance by board. Roll Call: Robin Correll, Reuben Dori, Max Flehinger, David Garfinkle, Harvey Goldberg, Joyce Greene, Scott Greenwood, Eran Heissler, Syed Hussaini, Jonathan Reich, Linda Safarian, Len Shaffer, Sukh Singh, Ornit Toren, Allen Wertheim, and Esther Wieder. Reuben left at 7:16 p.m., Ornit left at 8:35 and Syed left at 9:19. Quorum of 16. 
2. Approval of minutes of December 9, 2014 meeting: (Heissler/Goldberg) moved to accept the minutes as amended. The motion carried.
3. Remarks by representatives of public officials:
· Rafi Pastori, Neighborhood Prosecutor’s Office, talked about a diversion program for non-violent criminals. 
· Ms. Gonzalez, Rep for Senator Fran Pavley (State District 27), talked about the senator’s goals which include: Educational enhancement/hiring goals for teachers; setting up a wildlife corridor across her district from Santa Susanna to Santa Monica; her work as chair on the National Resources and Water Committee, member of the Budget Committee; Resources and Transportation; Energy Committee; & Environmental Quality and Ethics Committee.
· Tarzana Field Deputy for Councilmember Blumenfield’s Office talked about several community events coming up.
· LAPD Senior Lead Officer Daryl Scoggins gave crime stats for the last month: 0 robberies, 1 aggravated assault, 5 commercial burglaries, 7 home break-ins, 4 cars stolen, 4 cars broken into, 1 theft. He asked that people who see something suspicious call it in to LAPD. 
4. Public Comments: 
· Carl Peterson, a candidate for LAUSD, introduced himself. 

· Kevin S., a Tarzana resident, spoke about a local church renting out their Hall and ignoring stakeholder’s complaints. 

· Ann Porter talked about regulations for campaign contributions. 
5. Committee and other Reports
Outreach – Since Terry is no longer on the committee, Esther and Eran are taking over Earth Day. The event will take place on April 18th at Tarzana Park with six schools participating.
Transportation: Max gave the Transportation Report with updates on parking, reports from DOT, response to pedestrian crosswalk, etc.
Public Safety – Len announced this vacancy. Councilman Englander, the Mayor and other dignitaries met to discuss Earthquake Preparedness in the event of a major disaster. Len attended and will try to distribute this information.
Energy & Environment – None.
Animal Welfare – Deanne has resigned but Jeffrey will take over the committee, if appointed. He’s a volunteer at the West Valley shelter.
DWP MOU – Joyce said there is a rate increase proposal for the end of March. The last rate increase was in 2012.  
Budget Representative - Harvey will attend a meeting with the Mayor in the West Valley to provide input from the community. He did not know the date but said he would be getting that info. A White Paper should be released by the Budget Reps by Feb. 15th.
6. Approval of preliminary financial statements as of December 31, 2014. (Goldberg/Reich) moved “Resolved, based on the recommendation of the Tarzana Budget Committee, TNC approve the financial statements as of Dec. 2014.” The motion carried unanimously.
7. Approval of December 2014 expenditures for submission to DONE. (Goldberg/Wertheim) moved, “Resolved, based on the recommendation of the Tarzana Budget Committee, that TNC approve the December 2014 expenditures for submission to DONE.” The motion carried unanimously.
Harvey spoke about two additional schedules showing the amounts TNC has allocated for Community Projects & Neighborhood Purposes Grants since its inception (just under $270,000). There is still funding for tree plantings, street improvement funds, street services and monies for various transportation projects.
Items 8, 9, and 10 were then voted on as a group with (Goldberg/Heissler moving):

8. Resolved, based on the recommendation of the TNC Budget Committee the TNC approves reduction of the budget for those expenses that are actually under budget and will have no further expenditure during the current fiscal year. Five different Outreach Expenses totaling $202.76 and one Community Improvement project for $21.99 to all be reclassified as Unallocated, a total of $224.75.
9. Resolved, based on the recommendation of the TNC Budget Committee the TNC approves request from Outreach Committee to update cost for Earth Day Event in April 2015. Outreach, Events, Earth Day direct total costs $3,120 plus NPG Grant total cost $1,500.
10. Resolved, pursuant to a request from the OneGeneration Sr. Symposium Committee TNC allocates an amount not to exceed $750.00 for the purchase of lunches and related items for the Sr. Symposium scheduled for April 25, 2015 from Outreach, Events, Sr. Symposium from a vendor to be selected. 
The motion to approve all three passed unanimously.
11. (Shaffer/Garfinkle) moved, “Resolved, pursuant to Bylaws Art V, 6 the board appoints Susan Weidman to fill the vacant North Representative board position.” The motion carried unanimously.

12. (Garfinkle/Flehinger) moved, “Resolved, based on the recommendation of the Land Use Committee the TNC opposes the request for a zone change from RA-1-K-R10 to (T)(Q)R3-1-K-R10 at 18529 Calvert Avenue, Tarzana, 91335.
Eric Lieberman, representing the developer, spoke about how they revised the configuration of the 4th floor with a set-back to soften the impact of having 4 floors. They also removed balconies off the side building to address privacy concerns. 
· Lisa Cerda felt that the problems were not resolved properly.

· Donna Marie Baker said the development would look right into her property.

· Jeffrey Mausner restated that his group supports the Land Use Committee’s recommendation to oppose the zoning change because it would block views, create traffic and change the nature of the neighborhood.

· Joanne Moriarty, a homeowner, said it would infringe on her privacy and block sunlight to their backyard and pool.

· Luz Marina Benavides opposed the zoning change.

· Julie Hoffman opposed the zoning change.

· Colleen Marmor said the project is too massive for the community.

· David Garfinkle asked if they could not extend their development into the alley to alleviate some of the traffic problems. The developer’s rep said he would propose that to the Planners at the Bureau of Engineering.

The motion carried: 10-3-4 (Opposed: Greenwood, Singh, and Toren). (Abstaining: Cornell, Goldberg, Hussiani, and Silverman).
David gave a Land Use Committee report on projects impacting the community.

13. (Shaffer/Goldberg) moved, “Resolved, based on the recommendation of the Rules Committee the TNC agrees to make no change to Bylaws Art. X, 2, A regarding election of North/South Area Representatives.
(Shaffer/Goldberg) amended the motion to say, “Based on the recommendation of the Rules Committee, the TNC agrees not to adopt the proposed amendment to Article 102A of the Bylaws as recorded in the report of the Rules Committee on 1/15/15.

The motion carried: 8-6-2 (Opposed: Dori, Heissler, Safarian, Singh, Wertheim and Weidman) (Abstaining: Lawler, Schwartz, Silverman and Toren).
(Shaffer/Heissler) moved to vote on Items 14-25) together as a group to be adopted by a motion of the board:
14. Resolved: based on the recommendation of the Rules Committee the TNC recommends amending Bylaws Art. X, 2 B and C as set forth in the Rules Committee report dated 1-15-15.

15. Resolved: based on the recommendation of the Rules Committee the TNC recommends amending Bylaws Art. IV, E as set forth in the Rules Committee report dated 1-15-15.

16. Resolved: based on the recommendation of the Rules Committee the TNC recommends amending Bylaws Art. V, 3 as set forth in the Rules Committee report dated 1-15-15.

17. Resolved: based on the recommendation of the Rules Committee the TNC recommends amending Bylaws Art. VI, 4 as set forth in the Rules Committee report dated 1-15-15.

18. Resolved: based on the recommendation of the Rules Committee the TNC recommends amending Bylaws Art. VII as set forth in the Rules Committee report dated 1-15-15.

19. Resolved: based on the recommendation of the Rules Committee the TNC recommends amending Bylaws Art. X, 6, B as set forth in the Rules Committee report dated 1-15-15.
20. Resolved: based on the recommendation of the Rules Committee the TNC recommends not amending Bylaws Art VI, 4 as set forth in the Rules Committee report dated 1-15-15.

21. Resolved: based on the recommendation of the Rules Committee the TNC recommends not amending Bylaws Art. V as set forth in the Rules Committee report dated 1-15-15.

22. Resolved: based on the recommendation of the Rules Committee the TNC recommends amending Bylaws Art. XI as set forth in the Rules Committee report dated 1-15-15.

23. Resolved: based on the recommendation of the Rules Committee the TNC recommends amending Bylaws Art. XII as set forth in the Rules Committee report dated 1-15-15.

24. Resolved: based on the recommendation of the Rules Committee the TNC recommends amending Bylaws Attachment B as set forth in the Rules Committee report dated 1-15-15.

25. Resolved based on the recommendation of the Rules Committee the TNC recommends the changes to the TNC Standing Rules as set forth in the Rules Committee Report dated 1-15-15.
The motion passed unanimously.

26. President’s remarks: Len talked about the Mayor’s motion (with LANCC’s support) for supportive housing to get 10,000 veterans off the street.
