BOARD MEETING
June 23, 2015

1. Call to Order and welcoming remarks at 7:11 p.m. by TNC President Len Shaffer. Roll Call: Quorum established with 11 board members: Reuben Dori, Max Flehinger, Joyce Greene, Eran Heissler, Jonathan Reich, Linda Safarian, Len Shaffer, Sukh Singh, Ornit Toren, Susan Weidman, and Allan Wertheim, plus David Garfinkle, who arrived at 7:15 p.m. (9 absent).
2. Approval of minutes: (Heissler/Reich) moved that the minutes of the May 26, 2015 board meeting be approved as revised. The motion carried.  
3. Remarks by representatives of public officials:
Arielle Bernard, Field Deputy for Councilmember Blumenfield’s office: The free citywide Wi-Fi initiative, recommended by the Councilmember, has been approved by the City Council. A relationship between the State of California/Los Angeles and Israel has been initiated to foster solar energy initiatives. Special Olympics is coming to L.A. on July 23rd at 10:30 a.m. Bureau of Street Services has completed the street repairs paid for with the $50,000 in funding by former Councilman Zine.

LAPD Senior Lead Officer Daryl Scoggins invited board members to the West Valley PD Open House, movie in the park and a pancake breakfast. There was an increase in break-ins in the Tarzana area last month with 25 burglaries reported. Since two arrests were made there have been zero home burglaries. This month there were four burglaries of businesses, two cars stolen, nine cars broken into, nine complaints on the boulevard, and 30 speeding tickets, 

4. Public Comments - None.
5. Presentation by Pacific Lodge Youth Services: Arelli Mesa (not sure of the spelling) and William Gaines talked about the grant they have received from LADWP for water conservation.

6. Presentation by Tarzana Treatment Centers, Inc. regarding program to promote awareness of the dangers of smoking - tabled to the next meeting.
7. Committee and other Reports
Land Use: David gave the report on recent votes, actions and discussions. Two of the items mentioned were the approved of a 24-unit apartment complex applying for a zone change on Calvert and an apartment building on Collins that is looking to rebuild as a 73-unit condo complex.  
Transportation: Max gave updates on traffic safety and other transportation-related issues.
Animal Welfare: Jeff talked about the animal adoption program underway, efforts by Councilman Blumenfield to lift the ban on feral cat trap & release, and other animal safety issues.  
DWP MOU: Joyce shared notes from the meeting which included information about a 5% proposed rate increase over five years to cover state regulatory mandates.  
8. (Flehinger/Weidman) moved the approval of preliminary financial statements as of May 31, 2015. The motion carried unanimously.
9. (Flehinger/Heissler) moved the approval of May 2015 expenditures for submission to DONE. The motion carried unanimously.
10. (Shaffer/Reich) moved to suspend the TNC standing rule regarding committee jurisdiction for the purpose of hearing a matter within the jurisdiction of the Budget Committee. The motion carried unanimously.
11. (Flehinger/Wertheim) moved, “Resolved, that the TNC increase its 2014-2015 budget for Outreach, Advertising, T-Shirts Rec Center by $13.00 to $3,438.63. The additional funds to come from Unallocated.” The motion carried unanimously.
12. (Flehinger/Reich) moved, “Resolved, that the TNC approve the revised budget for the 2014-15 FY resulting from the approval of Agenda Item 10 above.” The motion carried unanimously.
13. (Flehinger/Heissler) moved, “Resolved, for the fiscal year 2015 -16, TNC authorizes the Treasurer to pay previously budgeted recurring monthly or periodic expenses in small amounts, defined as those not to exceed $75.00/day for one item and expense classification category. These expenses include but are not limited to copies and postage for committees, Board meetings, officer expenses and etc., refreshments for meetings and etc. The recurring expenses are Apple One or other temporary staffing agencies for preparation of minutes not to exceed ("NTE") $375/meeting, Net Atlantic or other such companies for mailing list maintenance and distribution NTE $45/month and The Web Corner or other such companies for web site hosting and maintenance NTE $150 for each months services. In addition the purchase of food for Board meetings, not to exceed $100 per meeting.” The motion carried unanimously.
14. (Shaffer/Garfinkle) moved, “Resolved, that the TNC approves the Strategic Plan for the 2015-2016 Fiscal Year for submission to DONE.” The motion carried unanimously.
15. President’s remarks: Len stated that board member Alan Adjamian is subject to removal for missing more than 6 meetings in a 12 month period. There will be a vote on this issue next month.
June LANCC meeting: There was discussion on a motion before the Education & Neighborhoods Committee to provide additional speaking time (up to 5 minutes) at City Council meetings. 
June VANC meeting:  In addition to the above, 10 webmasters were approved for NC contracting. 
Budget Day – June 27th – Len encouraged board members to attend this event. 
NC Sustainability Alliance – A meeting will be taking place in Studio City on water conservation and drought tolerant yards.
16. Board Member Comment – David recommended an article that was published on CityWatch. 
17. Future Agenda Items: Next meeting will be moved to another location with the appropriate signage.
