BOARD MEETING


Tuesday, July 28, 2015 
Tarzana Child Care Center

1. Call to Order at 7:00 p.m., Roll Call: Quorum established with 16 board members. Robin Correll, Reuben Dori, Max Flehinger, Harvey Goldberg, Joyce Greene, Eran Heissler, Jon Reich, Linda Safarian, Len Shaffer, Richard Silverman, Susan Weidman, Allan Wertheim, and Esther Wieder.  Syed Hussaini, Sukh Singh, and Ornit Toren arrived late. (Jonathan Reich left at 9:10 pm, Linda Safarian left at 8:35 pm, and Richard Silverman left at 9:20 pm).
2. Approval of minutes: (Reich/Heissler) moved to approve the minutes of the June 23, 2015 board meeting.
3. Remarks by representatives of public officials: LAPD Officer Gabe Rodriguez updated the board on crime stats: There were zero residential, burglaries, only one commercial burglary, and 3 thefts of motor vehicles last month. West Valley Division is #1 for crime reduction in the entire city. 
4. Public Comments – Sharon Brewer didn’t agree with funding the Disaster Preparedness Fair due to the distance of travel and had questions about the parking for the event. 
5. Presentation: DWP reps addressed the board regarding the Sepulveda Basin Sports Complex Water Recycling Project. They said that 90% of the water we use comes from three sources with the remaining (10%) from groundwater. The plan is to capture more groundwater and improve efforts in recycling. Construction is planned for facilities to offset importation of water. 
6. Presentation: Karla from Tarzana Treatment Center addressed the board on substance abuse and mental illness. They are incorporating a smoking cessation program at 4 of their 8 residential transition houses in Tarzana and Reseda. 
7. Committee and other Reports
Outreach – Esther announced her meeting the 2nd Tuesday of the month and a Movie in the Park in September.
Land Use – Len said there is new info on a zoning request variance for the large medical office building proposed for Wilbur & Ventura.
Transportation – Max gave a progress report on different requests. Aug. 19th is the next committee meeting.
Animal Welfare – Jeffrey thanked TNC for the financial support for the West Valley Shelter’s volunteer efforts. Over the past month, at least 21 dogs were rescued off the euthanasic list due to volunteer’s efforts.
DWP MOU – Joyce talked about the rate increase meetings coming up and restrictions on water use, among other updates. Hearings will be held throughout the city soon.
Budget Representative – Harvey said they elected officers at Budget Day and have set up committees to meet with city departments. Oct. 17th there will be a Regional Budget Day at West Valley City Hall to get input from the community on the budget.
8. (Goldberg/Heissler) moved the approval of TNC’s preliminary financial statements as of June 30, 2015. The motion carried unanimously.
9. (Goldberg/Flehinger) moved the approval of the June 2015 expenditures for submission to DONE. The motion carried unanimously.
10. This item was removed from the agenda as it is already in the budget: Resolved, that the TNC approve an expenditure not to exceed $300.00 for the August 4, 2015 LAPD West Valley Division National Night Out. Funds to come from Outreach, Events, National Night Out. 
11. (Goldberg/Wieder) moved, “Resolved that the TNC adopt the recommendation of the Budget Committee approving the request from the Southern California Preparedness Foundation for a NPG in the amount of $ 250.00 for our participation in the 8th Annual Valley Disaster Preparedness Fair on October 3, 2015 in Granada Hills. Funds would come from Unallocated.” The motion carried: 14-2-0. (Hussaini & Reich opposed).
12. (Goldberg/Heissler) moved, “Resolved, that the TNC approve an expenditure not to exceed $250.00 for the October 11, 2015 Taste of Encino event. Funds to come from Outreach, Events, Street Fairs.” The motion carried unanimously.
13. (Shaffer/Goldberg) moved, “Resolved, that the TNC adopt the recommendation of the Animal Welfare Committee to write a letter requesting Councilmember Blumenfield and Councilmember Koretz to introduce a motion directing the General Manager of the Los Angeles Department of Animal Services, with the assistance of the Board of Animal Services Commissioners, to report back to the City Council within 30 days on the following: All efforts, procedures, and programs that are currently being implemented or planned to reduce the killing of healthy adoptable animals at Los Angeles animal shelters.” The motion carried unanimously.
14. (Shaffer/Goldberg tabled this motion for more info from CEQA. The motion passed unanimously: Resolved, that the TNC adopt the recommendation of the Animal Welfare Committee to write a letter requesting Councilmember Blumenfield and Councilmember Koretz to introduce a motion directing the person or persons working on the Trap Neuter Release (TNR) CEQA review to report back to the City Council within 30 days on the status of the injunction against City participation in TNR program. 
15. Movies in the park – Esther will provide in the near future.
16. Beautification – Harvey talked about the monies available to purchase trees and get them planted. Eran suggested getting a volunteer force together to lead this project.
17. President’s remarks
· Open board seat: Len talked about Alan Adjamian’s decision to vacant his “At Large” board seat on TNC.
· Bylaws provision regarding missed meetings – If a board member misses 6 meetings in a 12 month period, the board member is automatically removed.
· July LANCC meeting – There was no meeting.
· July VANC meeting – Marcy Edwards from DWP attended their meeting and talked about the rate increase. 
· Budget Day – June 27th – Len said it was an interesting event. 
18. Board Member Comment – Eran asked for a list of board member absences as there are stakeholders who would like to join the board. Len will check.
