1. Call to Order at: 7:10. Welcoming Remarks and Pledge: Roll Call: Quorum established with 12 board members: Reuben Dori, Barry Edelman, David Garfinkle, Joyce Greene, Eran Heissler, Jeff Mausner, Jonathan Reich, Terry Saucier, Len Shaffer, Bob Schmaeff, Richard Silverman, Esther Wieder. Absent: Gay Bachar, Elliot Durant, Max Flehinger, Harvey Goldberg, Iris Polonsky, and Ken Schwartz. (Greene left at 9:16 p.m.)
2. 
Remarks by representatives of public officials: Svetlana, deputy from Bob Blumenfield’s Office, spoke about the program Save Sidewalks LA to repair sidewalks throughout the city; City Attorney Mike Feuer is taking action against a white supremacist game from the Valley; there is a new motion dealing with water reduction goals and about 300 civilians were hired for LAPD desk jobs to put more officers on the streets.

Public Comments – Joe Philips from Reseda NC.
4. 
Speaker –LAPD SLO Para – Report on crime. Discussion about the timeframe with police response to burglaries, which are defined as non-emergency calls. A detective was to be invited for the next board meeting. Contact info for SLO Para: Office: 818 374-7631/ Cell: 818 731-2574.

Budget Advocate Report – No report.
6. 
Minutes: (Heissler/Schmaeff) moved to approve the minutes as revised from the October 25, 2016 board meeting. The motion carried.

7.
Presentation by Professor Dr. Loraine Lundquist, CAL State, Northridge spoke on behalf of the NC Sustainability Alliance on the question: Should the City of Los Angeles set a goal of 100% renewable energy by 2030? She spoke about extensive loss of trees in the Sierras and wild fires increasing. Fossil fuels will increase a major drought in CA well into the future. She encouraged the board to advocate to DWP to follow through on this goal. She named several cities that are already doing this or have set timelines for doing so.

Presentation by Simon Sewdu, DWP: Continuing with the previous discussion, he said discussions have begun with the Department of Energy already. He talked about preliminary considerations with the retirement of all their natural gas and coal generations. Another scenario has to do with some fossil fuel generation with greenhouse gas credits to offset the impact on the environment. There are 6 – 8 different scenarios they are looking at. After they choose one, they will present to the policy makers. 9,000 megawatts is their capacity right now at DWP. Of that, about 53% is supported by coal and natural gas. They are divesting from coal. By 2025, they will be 100% divested from coal. They would have to replace the natural gas with renewable sources. He called it a “formidable task.” They are building a transmission line from Mohave Desert to Santa Clarita. They need to build additional transmission lines. They are also looking at energy storage. 
(Shaffer/Heissler) moved, “Should the TNC support the Sustainability Alliance’s recommendation that the City of Los Angeles set a goal of 100% renewable energy by 2030?”  The motion carried: 9-1-2 (Reich: opposed, Greene, Silverman abstained)

9. 
Approval of October 2016 expenditures for submission to DONE (MER): (Shaffer/Reich) moved approval of MER for October. The motion carried unanimously.
10. 
Approval of Financial Statements as of October 31, 2016: (Shaffer/Wieder) moved approval of the October financial statement. The motion carried unanimously.
11.
(Shaffer/Reich) moved, “Resolved: The TNC Board approves the Budget Committee’s recommendation to approve an NPG (Grant) in the amount of $6000.00 for Vanalden Avenue Elementary School’s YMCA Play Program Service form December 2, 2016 to June 9, 2017 in lieu of the request for an NGP in the amount of $11,997.00.”
(Heissler/Reich) amended the motion to reduce the amount from $6,000 to $3,000. The motion did not pass: (2-9) (Heissler & Garfinkle approved)

The board then approved the original motion to approve an NPG for $6,000 by a vote of 9-1-1 (Heissler opposed, Garfinkle abstained).

12.
Rescue Train motion: (Shaffer/Wieder) moved, “Resolved: the TNC Board approves the Budget Committee’s recommendation to approve the request from The Rescue Train for a NPG (grant) for $400 to fund a Shelter Intervention Program to pay fees for spay/neuter, redemption fees, vet bills and dog training for low income pet owners in the West Valley.” The motion carried 10-1 (Dori).
(Shaffer/Heissler) moved items 13 through 17 with a single role call motion:  All were approved unanimously.
13. 
Resolved: The TNC Board approves the Budget Committee’s recommendation to approve the request from the Animal Welfare Committee to purchase a 12 x 20 foot canopy to provide shade in the dog play yard for use by Volunteers at the West Valley Animal Shelter for NTE $250.
14. 
Resolved: The TNC Board approves the Budget Committee’s recommendation to approve the request from the TNC Outreach Committee to fund $2,885 in expenditures for the planned Earth Day event in the spring of 2017 as follows: Award Ceremony Refreshments $200, Award Certificates $100, Award Ribbons $70, Banners $515, Bouncy/Jumper Rental $300, Event T-shirts $300, Flyers $450, Hanging Supplies $40, Poster Labels $100, Poster Paper $550, On-site Supplies $200 and Face Painting Kits $60.

15. 
Resolved: The TNC Board approves the Budget Committee’s recommendation to approve the request from the TNC Outreach Committee to purchase 3 EZ UP Envoy 10 by 10 foot canopies for NTE $500. These will replace existing canopies that are no longer functional and will be used for events in which the NC participates or runs.

16.
Resolved: The TNC Board approves the Budget Committee’s recommendation to approve the request from the TNC Outreach Committee to purchase 1,000 pens with a stylus, a promotional items imprinted with our NC logo and website at NTE $500.

17.
Resolved: The TNC Board approves the revised budget for the 2016 – 2017 FY based on the above Budget Committee recommendations.
18.
(Shaffer/Wieder) moved to appoint Joyce Greene as the TNC homeless representative. The motion carried.
19.
(Shaffer/Heissler) moved that the TNC board accept the resignation of Board Member Ramy Lahav. The motion carried unanimously.
20.
Committee and other Reports
· Outreach – New board meeting takes place in January 2017.
· Land Use – David gave a report on the Mansionization ordinance. 
· Transportation – Len gave Max’s report on Transportation.
· Animal Welfare – Jeff spoke about his November meeting. There is a high rate of attrition of volunteers at the West Valley Animal Shelter (25-50 new volunteers oriented each month). Jeff is looking into this. Trap, Neuter, Release program for feral cats, other organizations sued the city of L.A. for doing this. This has resulted in more feral cats which are euthanized at the shelters. The city is appropriating money $800,000 in the next budget to get this injunction overturned (the Audubon Society). Rockin’ Rescue’s zoning variance was denied. 
· Reuben Dori reported on the NC Alliance for Emergency Preparedness meeting, which Len administers.

President’s Remarks – No meeting for TNC in December 2016.
· Board member Syed Hussaini has been absent more than 6 times in 12-month period. He is automatically removed from the board.
 
· NC funding changes – Now coming under the City Clerk as DONE will no longer handle funding. 
· EmpowerLA budget requests – Motions will be brought to the board to support things that DONE is asking for.
· Civic U volunteers – Two volunteers: Jeff and Terry, will be representing TNC for this.
