» The School Tour (‘TST’) was founded in 2004 as a platform to provide high quality, live interactive
entertainment to school age children.

» TST works in partnership with School Administration (K-12), Community Leaders and City Officials to

convey the positive messages students hear in school, in a way that speaks to them....
through Entertainment.

» Academic achievements are rewarded, students celebrate positive milestones and are encouraged
and motivated in a fun, interactive setting.

» This is a year-round program that supports and conveys key messages such as Stay in School, Strive
for Academic Success, No-bullying, Positive Self-Image and Healthy Living.
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Attendance at TST events range from 150 to 25,000 and averages 150 shows per year.

Each year TST features new and independent acts including individual singers, dancers, groups,
dance crews and DJ’s.

Students have the opportunity to talk with the artists as well as the production team, including sound
engineers, producers and all those involved in making the show successful.

TST performances encourage kids interested in performing, as well as those interested in learning the
business, production, engineering, or promotional side of the Entertainment Industry.

TST has a studio where kids who truly want to learn more about the business aspect of entertainment
industry can shadow professionals and gain hands-on experience.
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> Every TST event is staffed with TST Executive Staff Members, Program Administrators, Hosts, DJ,

Performers, Sound Engineers, PA System and Audio Equipment, Stage & Tent, Photographer,
Videographer, Signage and Banners, as well as complete set up and tear down.

> Events are generally 1 hour in duration and take place over student lunch time, so class time is not

utilized. However, they are often times school assemblies as well and can be structured around the
needs of the school or community organizations.

» While Music Programs have been eliminated from most public school system, TST programs continue

to provide the kids a fun, creative and energetic musical forum during the school day.

» TST has partnered with various non-profits organizations, support groups and public service
organizations in order to serve more communities. Some of these organizations are: the Los Angeles.

Fire Department, L.A. Police Department, L.A. County Sherriff, L.A. Probation Department, County
Board of Supervisors, L.A. Country Parks & Rec., and the L.A Unified School District.
