
TNC BOARD MEETING

1. Call to Order at 7 p.m. by TNC President Len Shaffer. Welcoming Remarks and Pledge.  

Roll Call: Quorum established with 15 board members: Pam Blattner, Elliot Durant, Max Flehinger, David Garfinkle, Joyce Greene, Eran Heissler, Susan Lord, Iris Polonsky, Terry Saucier, Ken Schwartz, Len Shaffer, Bob Schmaeff, Richard Silverman, Jennifer Varela and Esther Wieder. Five board members absent: Guy Bachar, Barry Edelman, Harvey Goldberg, Jeff Mausner and Jonathan Reich.
2. Remarks by representatives of public officials: 
Svetlana, Councilmember Bob Blumenfield’s Tarzana representative, spoke about a motion encouraging the use of technology for sidewalk cooling efforts and another that would create a database of nuisance properties in L.A. to promote interagency cooperation. She talked about a Blood Drive on August 26th, the new trash removal services by Waste Management and an interfaith solidarity march organized by Temple Judea and the Islamic Center. 
LAPD Senior Lead Officer Daryl Scoggins said there had been a shoot-out between police and a kidnapping suspect in Tarzana. He talked about efforts to get transients off the streets. Crime stats: In July, there were 4 robberies, 6 aggravated assaults, 17 burglaries, 10 stolen cars, 13 car break-ins and 16 thefts. The West Valley Police Station will hold an informational meeting on Sept. 12th with their HOPE Team present to talk about what they are doing to help transients with mental illness.
Semee Park, Director of NC Operations for DONE, gave an update on EmpowerLA’s upcoming programs. There will be a meeting for Homeless Liaisons on 9/30, there’s a new executive director for the Cannibis Department as well as a new Cannabis Commission. She is asking NCs to give input on how many licenses to grant in their communities.

Public Comments:

· Leah Garland of STAND Food & Water Watch spoke about protecting the health and safety of Angelenos from oil drilling operations. She will present at next month’s board meeting. 
· Glenn Bailey of VANC and the NC Congress Planning Committee, said elections are being pushed back to 2019. He announced that on Oct. 7, 2017, at the Northridge Fashion Center parking lot by the movie theater, there will be a Disaster Preparedness Fair. Registration is open online.
· Michael Soto of the National Union of Healthcare Workers introduced himself and said they represent workers at Tarzana Providence Hospital and are looking for community input.
· Angela Shelley, a resident of Tarzana, came to the meeting to speak about trees that need watering on a median and acknowledged David Garfinkle for his help.
3. Budget Advocate Report: Glenn Bailey encouraged the board to let the Budget Advocates know if any city departments or programs need more money. 
4. Presentation: Sasha Morozov, Associate Director of Systems Engagement, LA Family Housing, said homelessness is a growing issue. 57,000 people in the City of L.A. are now experiencing homelessness based on the latest survey and 7,000 are in the Valley. Of those, 6,000 are individuals and 1,000 are families. There are 90 homeless that were counted in Tarzana. She explained Measure H and how that will help alleviate some of the sheltering issues as the shelters only have enough space for about 25% of the people who need them.
5. (Heissler/Garfinkle) moved approval of the minutes of July 25, 2017 meeting as revised. The motion carried. (Heissler, Varela & Schmaeff abstained)
6. (Flehinger/Heissler) moved approval of the July 2017 expenditures for submission to DONE (MER). The motion carried unanimously.
7. (Flehinger/Wieder) moved approval of the Financial Statements as of July 31, 2017. The motion carried unanimously.
8. (Flehinger/Wieder) moved, “Resolved: The TNC Board approves the Budget Committee’s recommendation regarding the request from Making the Arts Real for Youth Foundation (m.a.r.y.) for a NPG for $550.00 for the MARY day event. Funds to come from Unallocated.”  The motion carried unanimously. Krickett Jones Halpern from MARY Foundation explained what this day will involve.
9. (Flehinger/Heissler) moved, “Resolved: The TNC Board approves the Budget Committee’s recommendation regarding the request from VANC to support their annual Planning & Transportation Forum (November 9, 2017) and Spring Mixer by providing funding of $250 for each event (total $500) to be classified as Outreach, Events, VANC. Fund to come from Unallocated.” The motion carried unanimously.
10. (Flehinger/Polonsky) moved, “Resolved: Based on approval of the above agenda items 9 and 10 the TNC Board approves a revised budget for the fiscal year July 1, 2017-June 30, 2018 as follows: General and Operational Expenditures $9,430, Neighborhood Purpose Grants $550 and Community Improvement Projects $8,928.57, for a total budget of $18,908.57.” The motion carried unanimously.

DWP MOU – Joyce reported on the August MOU meeting. She offered to take any questions any board members have to their next meeting.

VANC Report – Len said the recent meeting dealt with sidewalk issues, Metro bus line expansion, funding for the NCs, efforts to deal with domestic violence by the City Attorney and the upcoming Congress on Sept. 9th.
Beautification – Report on Tree Planting event May 13, 2017. Iris gave an update on missing banners.
