1. Call to Order: TNC President Len Shaffer called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. Roll Call: Parastou Bassirat, Sylvia Bedrossian (left at 8:10 p.m.), Matthew Clark, Barry Edelman, David Elan, Harvey Goldberg, Eran Heissler, Jeff Mausner, Sharon Molina, Iris Polonsky, Susan Rogen, Terry Saucier and Leonard Shaffer. Quorum established with 13 board members.

2. Remarks by Public Officials: 
·    Zoe, representing the office of Assemblymember Jesse Gabriel, spoke about their Day of Service. The assemblymember is working on the budget in Sacramento now.  Jeff asked her to let the assemblymember know that TNC opposes SB79.
· Gabby Markley works with homeless empowerment and homeless housing system. They will come out with the homeless numbers in the next couple of months.
· Supervisor Horvath’s Rep, Ms. Abrams, said that early in May, the board passed a motion, initiated by the supervisor, regarding immediate actions for operational safety at Whiteman Airport. The supervisor amended a motion to establish the first independent ethics commission: the Office of Ethics Compliance in L.A. County.
· John Darnell, rep for EmpowerLA, spoke about Budget Day on June 27, 2026, 7:30 a.m. at City Hall. And the Youth Conference on June 6, 2026 at City Hall. NC elections will most likely have an in-person component, as well as the mail in option, in 2029. The City Council approved funding for Cornerstone, so trainings will continue. He credited Councilmember Blumenfield for this.

3.  	Public Comments: Glenn Bailey stated that the Alzheimer’s Foundation is asking neighborhood councils in the Valley to jointly host a community forum at One Generation. Glenn said this would just involve posting the event on the TNC website - date TBA. 

4.	 Budget Advocate/Representative Report: Glenn Bailey, who represents Region 3, said registration is open for Budget Day via: budgetadvocates.org. Parking at City Hall is free if you pre-register. Len will be one of the speakers and there will be a mention of late BONC Commissioner Joy Atkins. The Budget Advocates election is coming up. Think about who you want to be nominated.

Allocation to Six Schools for NPGs: (Goldberg/Clark) moved, “Resolved: The TNC Board adopts the Budget Committee’s resolution that the Tarzana NC reduce the prior reserving of $15,000 per fiscal year for Tarzana school NPG’s ($2,500 for each school in Tarzana) to an annual maximum amount of $7,500 ($2,500 for each of 3 schools). Also, school must indicate their intention to apply for the grant by October 31 of the fiscal year and apply for the grant by April 1 of the fiscal year. If funds ($7,500) are not used by or allocated by April 1 of each fiscal year, then the unused funds will be available to any other school or for other uses as determined by the NC.”  
	
· Susan suggested calling the parent organization to notify the principals about this funding and help them apply for the NPGs. 
· Iris agreed with Susan stating that someone she spoke with at one of the schools didn’t know what an NPG was. She thought a personal visit might be good. 
· Barry suggested a follow up phone call. 
· Sharon Brewer questioned the word ‘intention” and asked if another school could apply for the funding that is left over. 
· Harvey said they couldn’t allocate further money until April 1st.

a.		Conditional Use Permit for Off-Site Sale of Beer & Wine: (Shaffer/Bassirat) moved: “Resolved: The TNC board approves the Land Use Committee’s recommendation to approve ZA-2026-680-CUB (18524 – 18534 Ventura Blvd) an application for a Conditional Use Beverage for off-site sale of beer and wine in conjunction with an existing gas station and food mart located in the C2-1L zone operating 24 hours daily. The approval is based upon the attached 34 conditions (17 proposed by LAPD and 17 offered by the applicant) with the exception that the hours of sale shall be from 7:00 am to 10:00 pm daily.”

b.	Filing a CIS on CF25-1083: (Shaffer/Polonsky) moved, “Resolved: The TNC Board approves the Land Use Committee’s recommendation that the TNC Board file a CIS on CF-25-1083 (Impacts of SB 79 (Wiener) / Comprehensive Report / City Infrastructure and Utility Systems) supporting the Low-Rise Ordinance if amended as follows: 
	1. Side yard setback shall be a minimum of 5 feet.  
This amendment will allow for proper fire protection and the movement of first responders to the rear yard. 
	2. Rear yard setback shall be a minimum of 15 feet from the lot line.
This amendment will, among other things, allow for proper landscaping and use as open space.
	In addition, we request the following:
	That all properties impacted by this proposed rezoning be provided mailed notice of the
	pending changes.
That this SB 79 implementation ordinance be expressly tied to, and automatically updated to   reflect, any future revisions to, postponement of, or repeal of SB 79.”
	
· Len explained SB79 and how it might impact the TNC area. Then he explained the amendments that TNC is requesting. Once filed, it will go to the City Council’s PLUM committee. 
· Jeff Mausner pointed out that because this is a state law, there isn’t much they can do about it - it could allow 3-story apartment buildings to be built beside one-story homes. This amendment limits it until 2030.
· Len said this law went through 12 amendments and is aimed at 5 So. Ca. cities, excluding Northern CA cities. It passes by one vote in each house.

13. Transportation/Public Safety - Susan Rogan is working on graffiti issues, but they cannot get anywhere with graffiti on private property. There have been a lot of e-bike complaints. She has reached out to LAPD Community Service Rep. Christopher Ross (or Roth) on this issue. 
	
14. Animal Welfare - Jeff Mausner – Re: Community Impact Statement passed on the Animal Services funding, the City Council’s budget committee approved some of the funding but not all of it. (See more info on this on the TNC website.) The City did allocate full funding for the fiscal year for Dogs Playing for Life (DPFL). They also got partial funding for spay and neuter vouchers which will fund 8,000 additional sterilizations and limit the overcrowding issue at the shelters. TNC and NC Budget Advocates had requested the additional funding. They also got $340,000 for medical supplies & $200,000 for animal food (the CIS requested $600,000). These budget increases are good considering the City’s dire financial situation.
